Experiment Check List

Follow this check list to make sure that you’ve done everything needed to set up your program correctly.

1. Do you have all 6 necessary files in the same directory with the same naming structure (replace “experiment” with your experiment name): 

a. experiment.fla (does not need to be uploaded to server)
b. experiment.swf

c. experiment.php

d. experimentdebrief.php

e. experiment.txt

f. parseflash.php

2. Did you configure the experiment.php file correctly?

a. Did you change the $experimentname variable to be the same as your experiment name?

b. Did you set $numofconditions to reflect the number of conditions?

3. Did you set up the preamble of the experiment.fla file correctly?

a. Did you define the conditions and store them using the storedata function?
b. Did you comment-out (delete) the “condition = X” line?

c. Did you set “debug” equal to 1000?

4. Are all your data variables unique and being stored using “storedata”?

5. Did you compile your flash program (Shift+F12)?

6. Did you update the debriefing file?

7. Did you create a folder on the server with the same name as the experiment?

a. Did you change the permissions on the folder to 777 (or 755) using Filezilla?

(right click on the folder ( file attributes ( Numeric Value = 777 (or 755)
8. Did you upload all the files to the server?

a. Did you change the permissions on all the files to 777 (or 755)?

9. Did you test your program online to make sure that all the data are stored correctly?

10. Did you change the permissions on the newly created datafile.csv to 777 (or 755)?

If you did all this, you should be set. Happy data collection.
